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Frequently Asked Questions about our HOA Guidelines
Here are some Springbrook Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions that you may or may not be aware of. Please visit the HOA website or check your manual for specifics and more details. If you have any questions, contact the HOA Board or the Architecture Committee, and we will be happy to help you.

· When replacing your roof shingles, the color must match the original shingle color, or you will need to get pre-approval from the Architecture Committee.

· Satellite Dishes should not be visible from the street. Get your installer to situate them accordingly. If signal can not be acquired with acceptable placement, please contact the Architecture Committee to ask about an exception.

· Trash Cans and recycle cans must not be left out on non-trash days.

· All pools, sheds, patios, play equipment, etc. must be pre-approved by the Architecture Committee PRIOR to construction.

· Livestock is not permitted at your residence. No chickens, goats, etc.

· Currently, the only fencing permitted is 6ft wood panel with dog-eared tops. Stain colors and finishes are not permitted when visible from the street.

· Only certain colors may be permitted when re-painting your home. Try to stick with the existing color, but if you want to change it, contact the Architecture Committee first.

· Overnight, on-street parking will not be permitted unless all garage and driveway spaces are filled with daily-use automobiles.
· Vehicles other than automobiles, vans, and pickup trucks may not be parked overnight on driveways. This means no boats, RV’s, etc. can be left in your driveway long-term.

· Disabled vehicles and vehicles under repair are considered to be unsightly by the Architectural Committee and may not be parked in a location that can be seen from an adjacent property or the street.
· Residents may locate athletic equipment in their yards behind the fence line. Athletic equipment must be painted and maintained to compliment the neighborhood and the residence. Platform height of playscapes is limited to provide privacy to neighbors.

· Basketball goals must be on a fixed pole, no closer than 15 feet from the curb. Due to safety concerns, goals may not be located along the curb of any street. Portable goals, except those that had Architectural Committee approval prior to February 2003, are prohibited.

* Be cautious around ALL fireworks. Sparklers cause half of the injuries to children under age five, and 10 percent of fireworks-related injuries overall!
